• CCTV images 

• Assessment and attainment (such as key stage 1 and phonics results) 

• Behavioural information (such as exclusions and any relevant alternative provisions 
put in place). 

• Information relevant to provision of meals (such as FSM status and payment records) 

• Information relevant to any payments made to school (such as trips or purchases of 
materials) 

 

Why we collect and use this information 

We collect and use pupil information, for the following purposes: 
 

• to support pupil learning 

• to monitor and report on pupil progress 

• to provide appropriate pastoral care 

• to assess the quality of our services 

• to meet the statutory duties placed upon us for the Department for Education (Dfe) 
data collections 

• to keep children safe (food allergies, or emergency contact details)

Collecting pupil information 
 
We collect pupil information via our registration form, educational visit forms, other forms and 
through the common transfer file secure file transfer from your previous school.  

 
Pupil data is essential for the schools’ operational use. Whilst the majority of pupil 
information you provide to us is mandatory, some of it requested on a voluntary basis. In 
order to comply with the data protection legislation, we will inform you at the point of 
collection, whether you are required to provide certain pupil information to us or if you have a 
choice in this.  
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Storing pupil data 

We hold pupil data for the periods recommended by the Information and Records 

Management Society in their retention schedule (Toolkit for Schools) 

We hold personal data in locked cabinets and/or locked rooms and restrict 

access to people who need to know.  Electronic data is password protected and 

protected from loss by on site and remote back-ups. 

 

 

Who we share pupil information with 

We routinely share pupil information with: 
 

• schools that the pupil’s attend after leaving us 

• our local authority 

• the Department for Education (DfE) 

• the school nurse and the NHS 

 

Why we share pupil information 

We do not share information about our pupils with anyone without consent unless the law 

and our policies allow us to do so. 

We share pupils’ data with the Department for Education (DfE) on a statutory basis. This 

data sharing underpins school funding and educational attainment policy and monitoring. 

We are required to share information about our pupils with our local authority (LA) and the 

Department for Education (DfE) under section 3 of The Education (Information About 

Individual Pupils) (England) Regulations 2013. 

 
 

Department for Education (DfE) 

The Department for Education (DfE) collects personal data from educational settings and 
local authorities via various statutory data collections. We are required to share information 
about our pupils with the Department for Education (DfE) either directly or via our local 
authority for the purpose of those data collections, under:Section 3 of The Education 
(Information About Individual Pupils) (England) Regulations 2013. 
 

Sharing by the Department for Education (DfE) 

The law allows the Department for Education (DfE) to share pupils’ personal data with 
certain third parties, including: 

• schools and local authorities 
• researchers
